Qualifying competitions will be held at all Dorset Showground Shows and will be held at other shows in the area.  For registered horses, riders not in the top 350 on riders ranking list 351.  The first eight horses will qualify in each competition, disregarding those already qualified, for the final at Dorset Showground in August.  Horses must jump clear in the first round. First prize in the final £125 plus a rug, and owners prize, with a prize fund of £375.  Prize for highest placed region “J” rider. Special qualifying rosettes will be awarded.

NATIONAL AMATEUR QUALIFIERS

Riders who have ever competed as a team member of any Senior International Team, (Nations Cup,  World European Championships & Olympic Games) are not eligible. Pony riders, Children, Junior and Young Riders who have ever competed in Nations Cup/ International Team Events and European Championships in the last five years are not eligible (Excluding Veteran Teams) 

Non Members of British Showjumping and horses not currently registered with the British Showjumping may compete in all affiliated classes under the ‘Ticket to Ride’ system

(additional fee £6 per class) but will not be eligible for Prize Money or qualification.

UNAFFILIATED JUMPING
